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Dogs Have Extra Eyes in the Backs of Their Heads
By Cathy Taylor

We tend to forget that dogs don't see thingsethegave do. In Fact, their vision characerigtide different from
ours. As agility handlers, it's worthwhileder¢birgis from a “dog’s eye view” as it cas dmpagplity success. Let’s
take a look.

Dogs have extra eyes in the back of their heads.

Well, not really, but their field of visiarésifar than ours. An average dog has a fefl@48=2250°, as compared to
humans’ 180° field of vision. You might thirikdee geou after he’s well into a curved turimemby be able to!
Make sure your dog is committed to an obstaci@befoove to the next.

Dogs don't need flashlights.

Dogs have vision characteristics to help thecedsfidwnighttime predators. They have abighgeof rod
preceptors and a tapetum lucidum that helpe tlethiiséow light conditions. The tapetum iscdeflective
surface that make dogs’ eyes glow at niglttiiffeyalbsight light into their eyes. Donfttierrjal drags on into the
night as your dog partner will manage just fine!

Only seeing-eye dogs could get a pilot’s license.

On average, dogs have less visual acuity than Bumenan with perfect eyesight has 20/2Dagsi@ne usually
nearsighted and have about 20/75 vision seéeeat@®’ what a human with perfect visioeecaultbs Some
breeds have been bred (perhaps unknowindlg) éyeisgght and may have nearer to “humanvigierfecome
studies have shown that German Shepherds aodRetiraekers bred to be seeing—eye dogs havisi@n/20
Perhaps those dogs with better visual acuftgrdinl dgnéide dog training and were selecteguosigthted dogs for
breeding purposes. Chances are that mostg¥ are ddad nearsighted. If you're standatly galfeut in the
agility ring some distance away from your tlegpeanhim to see you clearly!

You may look like a “blob”.

Can dogs see the yellow colour of the contact zone?

Why dog’s don't like watching TV.

Dogs probably don't enjoy watching TV as mo@nasibibecause of their sensitivity to fligkesin@ecause of
our lower sensitivity, what we see on TV apaeanstiasious uninterrupted image. Dogs likelaseapidly
fluttering images, which could be irritating.
