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Hair vs Fur from Dog Play (Extracted from Science Daily): - For the owners of some breeds it seems almost a point of 
pride to claim that their dogs are covered in hair, rather than fur. The belief is that this accounts for why people may 
be less allergic to some breeds. What interested me was not that there was a difference in allergic reactivity, but in 
the distinction between hair and fur. It doesn't take much analysis to see that the ordinary distinctions between fur and 
hair do little to explain the difference in allergic reaction.  
When these breed owners are asked about the difference between hair and fur the most common definition is that fur 
stops growing after a certain length while hair keeps growing. Some will go so far as to suggest that the hair will grow 
literally forever if it is not artificially shortened by cutting, breakage or other damage. 
I love it when I hear that explanation. Are your arms covered with hair? or fur? Your underarms have fur? or hair? and 
well do you consider yourself to be furry down below? If you accept the definition that the distinction between hair and 
fur is that hair continues to grow unless cut, then you are furry on your arms, legs, eye lashes, eye brows, underarms 
and ... down there. According to that definition the only hair on your body is on your head and face, and everything 
else is fur. 
Poodles have eye lashes. Are the eye lashes cut to prevent them from growing forever? Or do they have a natural 
length and stop growing on their own? If you accept the distinction some offer between fur and hair then you'd have to 
say that the eye lashes are made of fur while the dog's body is covered in hair. This just isn't consistent with the ordi-
nary definition of fur. 
And another small note to ponder - are wool sheep that must be shorn covered in hair? or fur? In sheep the "hair 
sheep" are the ones that don't require sheering. 
The ordinary definition of fur is related to the density of the hair, and sometimes its softness, rather than growth pat-
tern. This is more consistent of the biology involved, but fails in distinguishing the poodle coat as "hair" vs the Dober-
man coat as "fur". Logically the terms "hair" and "fur" are not good descriptors of the differences between the coats of 
these two breeds.  
Let's take a closer look at the biology of hair. 
Each strand of hair grows from the root. Each strand of hair goes through a cycle of growing or not growing. The cy-
cles vary from person to person. Only the part under the skin grows. Cutting the hair does not affect the hair follicle. 
Uncut hair grows at the same rate as cut hair. Hair growth is affected only if the hair follicle is affected.  
In mammals hair grows in cycles. Anagen is a period of new hair growth. The longer the anagen period, the longer the 
hair grows. Human scalp hair may stay in anagen for 2-6 years. Human hair on arms and legs may stay in anagen for 
only 30-45 days. Catagen is a transition phase. During catagen growth stops and the outer root sheath shrinks attach-
ing to the root of the hair. Telogen is the resting phase. For human scalp hair the resting phase is about 100 days. 
The telogen phase for human hair on arms and legs is much longer than for scalp hair. Exogen is when the hair falls 
out, and the follicle enters a new anagen period, growing a new strand of hair. 
In dogs, as in all other mammals, some hair follicles are in anagen, some in catagen, some in telogen. Shedding, 
length of hair and presence or absence of an undercoat depend upon the timing of these cycles and the ratio of hair 
follicles in the various stages. Differences between summer coat and winter occur because during the summer a 
greater number of follicles remain inactive. Some breeds, e.g. poodles, tend to be low shedding because almost all of 
their follicles are in anagen (growth cycle) almost all the time; their hair continues to grow and has to be clipped. 
Some breeds of dog, e.g. Chinese Crested have most of their follicles in telogen and, thus, may be almost completely 
hairless. Both breeds are often listed as recommended for allergy sufferers.  
I liked this humorous definition from LususNaturae  
Dogs and cats: If it's where it belongs (on the animal), it's fur; if it's where it doesn't belong (on your black slacks), it's 
hair. 
Humans: If it's where it belongs (on the top of your head), it's hair; if it's where it doesn't belong (on your back), it's fur. 
The bottom line is that hair doesn't grow forever. It grows as long as the hair follicle is in active growth.  
How long a particular hair follicle is in active growth depends upon various factors. It could be genetically programmed 
to be in active growth for years, or only for weeks. Most dog breeds have a coat that is genetically programmed for a 
shorter growth cycle than those similar to the poodle coat. The coats of dogs with a long hair growth cycle will shed 
less.  
The poodle coat, and the coats of other breeds frequently recommended to the allergic, have another quality beyond 
the long growth period. These coats tend to be both tightly curled, and usually lacking in undercoat. This combination 
tends to keep dead hair from detaching and floating in the air, and it tends to retain the dander, which is the most 
common source of allergens. Typically in these curly coated breeds the dead hair must be manually removed by 
grooming or it will stay tangled in the coat causing matting� 
Another source of allergic reactivity is the pet saliva. The grooming requirements for these breeds also encourage 
more frequent bathing, which further reduced allergens. The coats also tend to be somewhat less coated in the water 
resistant oils common in many sporting breeds. The most likely reason some coated breeds cause less allergic re-
sponse is probably related to lower shedding and more frequent grooming and bathing. 
Yes, poodles are coated in hair. So are most other dog breeds. All hair, including poodle hair, has a natural length. 
The term "hair" is not properly restricted only to that which has a long period of growth. Fur is a reasonable descrip-
tion for the plushness of a coat, it is not a reasonable description for hair that merely has a short growth period.

She is always up for a cuddle and always wants to be curled up on your lap although will not com-
plain if she is left alone. She sleeps in a crate at night and has access to one during the day and is always found 
inside it. She doesn’t bark at all except when playing with my girls.

She is smart and has wicked food drive but doesn’t know what toys are. We have started training some agility 
and she shows awesome promise to be a really fast dog but distance work would be an important component as 
she is clingy. She doesn’t look her age at all and is extremely fit.

Children Should Not Be Left Unsupervised With Dogs, Say Experts 
Extracted from ScienceDaily (Feb. 24, 2007)  
Children should not be left unsupervised to play with a dog, say experts in this week's British Medical 
Journal. Their advice is part of a review aimed at doctors who deal with dog bites. 
 
Dog bites and maulings are a worldwide problem, particularly in children, write Marina Morgan and John Palmer. 
Every year 250,000 people who have been bitten by dogs attend minor injuries and emergency units in the 
United Kingdom, and half of all children are reportedly bitten by dogs at some time, boys more than girls.  
Accurate death figures are difficult to obtain, but in the past five years, two to three cases a year have made news 
headlines. 
Based on the latest medical evidence, they advise doctors how to examine and treat a patient presenting with a 
dog bite. They discuss the risk of infection and when to refer to specialist care. For travellers bitten abroad, they 
suggest assessing the risk of rabies. 
In terms of prevention, they suggest that children should be taught to treat dogs with respect, avoid direct eye 
contact, and not tease them. They should be taught not to approach an unfamiliar dog; play with any dog unless 
under close supervision; run or scream in the presence of a dog; pet a dog without first letting it sniff you; or dis-
turb a dog that is eating, sleeping, or caring for puppies. 
Dog owners also need to change their behaviour, writes Rachel Besser, a children's doctor and lifetime dog 
owner, in an accompanying article. 
It is clear that not all dog owners appreciate that children should not be left unsupervised with a dog, she says. 
Just as some parents are obliged to take parenting classes, she would like to see equivalent mandatory classes 
for expectant dog owners to teach them about the responsibilities of dog ownership. Educational programmes for 
children are also needed to instil precautionary behaviour around dogs. 
Finally, she would like to see vets advising dog owners about bite prevention, and doctors promoting bite preven-
tion when treating patients who have been bitten by dogs�

20 months after being adopted from Pet Rescue as 
a 7 year old, and started on Agility.   He did this 
despite the kack handedness of his handler.  He is 
the most calm, clever, beautiful boy, and I feel so 
lucky to have him. 
  
Since he became an Intermediate Dog his handler 
(me), has had even more trouble remembering the 
course and what direction to be pointing my body 
in.  After having about 10 consecutive eliminations 
in 3 competitions I've decided that I had better make 
more effort, and stop letting my clever boy down.

"Preparing for the Worst and Keeping Everyone Safe 

 
At the start of every class, and multiple times during class and at each subsequent class, I advise handlers on 
what to do if and when a dog gets loose and out of control. I tell them, if I yell 'Loose dog!' those handlers with 
healthy backs and small dogs will pick up their dogs and turn their backs towards the loose dog. Those han-
dlers with weak backs or larger dogs are to place their dog's head between their legs, so that the dog's butt is 
to the loose dog, and his head is sticking out behind the handler. These handlers are then instructed to feed 
their dog continuously until the loose dog is caught. 
 
I continuously remind students of this and practice fake drills every once in a while. I explain quite clearly to 
each class the risks and dangers agility training can produce, and the importance of being proactive and pre-
pared. I remind students relentlessly that there are two types of dogs: predators and prey. 
 
This set-up keeps the other class dogs safe, and also ensures that the loose dog doesn't get rewarded for his 
behaviour by playing or fighting with any other dogs."

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Grass Heads and  Lawn Killers

There are two big mysteries in veterinary medicine. Why do dogs eat grass? And Why do some 
dogs and not others kill grass when the urinate on it?  
 

I posed these two questions to a thousand or so veterinarians on an internet group I belong to and here is a summary of the answers 
I received.    
First, "Why do dogs eat grass?"  
 
 1. "Dogs like grass." This certainly seems true of some dogs. But why, then, do some dogs only eat grass when they are sick?  
 
 2. "Grass provides some nutrient that dogs need" Maybe some dogs, but it has been proven that dogs can live long healthy lives 
from birth to old age without eating any grass at all.  
 
 3. "Dogs eat grass to make themselves vomit." It seems in some cases that vomiting is associated with grass eating, for sure,  but it 
is not clear whether the grass eating causes the vomiting, or if dogs who are sick crave grass. And again, a lot of healthy dogs regu-
larly eat grass.  
 
 4."They may have a craving for fresh, unprocessed, raw food or roughage." Most of the dogs I have seen seem happy to eat  things 
that are anything but fresh.  
 
 And "Why do some dogs kill grass when they urinate on it?"  
 
 1. "It has to do with the pH of the urine." The "pH" is a measure of how acidic or alkaline the urine is. The lungs and the  kidneys 
work together in response to changes in diet, physical exertion, injury and disease, to keep the internal pH constant. 
The urine pH can vary from quite acidic to quite alkaline. I don't know of any scientific research that has shed any light on the effect 
of these changes on grass. I have done a few urinalyses on dogs who were grass killers and it seems like the pH has not made a 
difference, but I couldn't swear to that.  
 
 2. "It has to do with the concentration of the urine." The kidneys also vary the concentration of the urine to control the total  water in 
the body. If a normal dog is deprived of water, the kidneys will retain more water and make the urine very concentrated. Young dogs, 
and dogs who eat or drink certain things, have certain diseases, or take certain drugs, may have very diluted urine.  
 
 3. "It is the urea in the urine." Urea is a by product of protein metabolism. Most dogs probably get more protein that they need, and 
dog on one of the "high protein" diets almost certainly get a lot more protein than they need. I don't know whether this would kill grass 
or not, but sure is expensive urine.  
 
Some said the urine was less likely to kill grass in the spring, or when the grass was well watered. Some said they recommended 
changing the pH of the soil by applying lime or similar soil compounds, and some said they recommended additives to the dog's diet 
to raise or lower the pH. But none were sure any of these worked consistently.

x We reserve the right to refuse membership to an aggressive dog. 
x We reserve the right to have a dog muzzled. 
x Handlers to help set up equipment prior to commencement of class, and to put equipment away at the end of class. 
x Children under 10 years of age are NOT permitted in training area whilst classes are being conducted, and must be 

supervised at all times. 
x Smoking is NOT permitted in class. 
x During the 15 minute training break, Instructors ONLY have sole use of the equipment.
